The basket is where passengers ride. The burner is positioned above the passengers’ heads
and produces a huge flame to heat the air inside the envelope. The envelopeisthe colourful
fabric balloon that holds the hot air. When the air inside the envelope is heated, the balloon
rises. The pilot can control the up-and-down movements of the hot air balloon by regulating
the heat in the envelope. When the pilot is ready to land, the air in the balloon is alowed to

But, sometimes the pilot can actually control the direction that the balloon flieswhilein
flight.

A hot air balloon can’t be fully controlled , but the pilot can fly
higher or lower into a different layer of air .Some days the difference between the direction

of thewind is so strong that It can actually push the balloon in acompletely different
direction!
